Chrysler has decided that a defect, which relates to motor vehicle safety, exists in your 2013 model year Dodge
Challenger vehicle.

The problem is... The engine starter battery positive terminal on your vehicle (VIN: XXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXX)
could short to ground and cause an electrical fire. An electrical fire could occur at any
time, regardless whether the vehicle is running or is in the key off position.

What your dealer Chrysler will repair your vehicle free of charge (parts and labor). To do this, your
will do... dealer will immediately come to your location and disconnect the negative battery cable and
have the vehicle towed to the dealership.

Chrysler has authorized your dealer to provide you with a loaner vehicle to drive while the
service procedure and parts are being developed. Chrysler requests you contact your dealer
immediately to schedule a loaner vehicle.

What you mustdo  Contact your nearest Chrysler, Jeep, or Dodge dealer immediately to have your vehicle

to ensure your battery disconnected. Discontinue driving your vehicle. Do not park your vehicle in
safety... your garage, near other vehicles, or near any building/structure.
