Subject :   Translation of DVD Recording of Yukihisa Fujita, Congressman for the Democratic Party 

of Japan, Testimony of 22 October 2008 * 
 
 
Dear Professor Sukle: 
 
Thank you for taking my telephone call.  To summarize, you asked what my specific need was regarding the 
subject, to which I responded: “My need is to confirm that in-fact the Japanese testimony in front of Parliament 
is in-fact correct in terms of the subtitles.”  I explained the need to confirm that the Japanese phonemes 
spoken by Mr. Yukihisa Fujita match the subtitles, or if-not would it be possible for you or someone at the 
world-famous Cornell University Department of Asian Studies to “correctly assign English words to them.” 
 
Enclosed is a copy of the subject dvd; its duration is 6:19.  During this time the total words spoken by Fujita is 
roughly 400.  In this regard, and others, you voiced several concerns, such as:  “The best trained interpreters 
make mistakes.”  “There just isn’t one way to translate anything”  “It takes a lot longer than one thinks.” 
 
I mentioned my shock at the implication of your concerns vis-à-vis the world community, such as typified by 
daily events at the United Nations; your concerns regarding my simple request “staggers the mind.”   It also 
confused my limited experience with language, Asian language in-particular.  During a recent college credit 
course in Mandarin Chinese I was expected, and indeed did respond instantaneously to Chinese phonemes 
spoken by my fellow students, instructor, learning tapes, etc.   For example, the oral portion of my final exam 
did not take “a lot longer than one thinks.”  If it had, I would not have received a grade of A-minus.  Throughout 
the course I routinely “did translations myself.”   That was the essence/purpose of the course. 
 
As I stated, regarding the mechanics of my simple request, “We are not into subtleties.”  In-truth, the testimony 
of Mr. Fujita of 22 October 2008 is merely conversational.  Addressing your concern, it is highly unlikely that a 
“gross perversion” of his spoken phonemes has occurred or is contained in the English subtitles.  In the context 
of the specific testimony, it is probable that a man of Fujita’s experience/stature would make certain that no 
“gross perversion” of his words was remotely plausible, and that attempts of such would be blatant.
